Tandur Grey Limestone will fade slightly after being exposed to the
British weather over a period of time. This is natural and typical of
this type of stone.

Colour enhancers will help reduce fading of Tandur Grey Limestone
Trade Packs, and can be re-applied after a few years to darken
the colour of the product.

We recommend that all natural stone is laid on a full mortar bed.

Tandur Grey Limestone Trade Packs should not be butt jointed. We
recommend a joint width of 5-10mm.
